Clothing and Colors

Welcome

Context – “Today we are going to talk about clothing and colors.” (Side by Side, Chap 8)
Determine Prior Knowledge – pp. 67 & 68. Have learners cover the words and identify the articles of clothing they know.

Presentation of Material

1. pp 67-68 – Model Vocabulary using repetition drill.

2. pg. 69 – People are shopping

      Choral and individual repetition

3. pp. 70-71 - “I’m Looking for a Jacket”


Dialogue incorporating colors with clothing
4. p. 72 – Reading Activity

5. Writing Activity – Dictation


Example: Edgar has a black shirt.


                 I’m looking for a jacket.

6. Conversation Activity - Discussion of Current Holiday, eg. Halloween, 4th of July, 


Introduce vocabulary and discuss the holiday customs at the appropriate English 

            level.

Expansion Activities
1. “Correct the Statement” 
     Make statements about learners in class and have them respond “Yes/No” or  
     “True/False”.   Example - Michael is wearing black shoes.  Yes/No


                                      Carla is wearing a red shirt.   Yes/No

     Then have learners make statements.

2. “Guess What I See”
     Have learners take turns selecting clothing that others are wearing and complete 

     the sentence, “I see something 
(color)

.


Example: “I see something blue. (Tom’s pants)



     “I see something black. (Maria’s hat)

3. Games – Scrabble, Bingo, Clue, Memory
